	Phonics
Phonic sounds the week: a_e, e_e, i_e, o_e, u_e.


	Today’s sound is ‘i_e’ as in ‘like’. Write it down for your child to copy a few times, saying it as they do so.

‘i_e’ can be found in – like, bike, five, hive, hide, nice, mine, nine, shine, white, dive, bite, pipe, slide, ride, smile, pile.

Remember to keep up with this week’s spellings: after, again, would, should, climb, could, pass.
	You could play an ’i_e’ or a ‘igh’ word game with your child. 

Draw a line down a piece of paper or white/black board and write ‘i_e’ or one side and ‘igh’ on the other.
Say out loud either an ‘i_e’ word or ‘igh’ word and your child has to say which column it belongs in and either they or you could write the word in the correct column.
Some ‘igh’ words – fight, night, might, right, high, sight, light, bright, flight.

	Now they’ve been doing these for a few days, can your child spell any of these from memory? If they can, focus in on the words they still find tricky!

	Adjectives are describing words that describe nouns: the big dog, the quiet cat, the angry baby.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Adjectives can be used to compare nouns; this stick is long, but this stick is longer and this stick is longest.

Sorting Shapes

	We can use rules to help us sort 2D shapes, the rules might be to do with how many sides a shape has or the kind of sides; eg; curved, or straight, equal or unequal lengths.
You can do the same for 3D shapes, the rules might be, that they are the same kind of 3D shape, eg; all spheres, or it might be the share the some of the same faces; cones and cylinders both have at least one circular face for instance.
