	Finding information in non-fiction texts today.
Very similar to yesterday’s work. It’s case of reading the text carefully, looking at what the questions specifically want you to find out and going back and reading again, as many times as you need to.
Reading the questions first before reading the text can be a useful strategy for some children.
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	Watch the first video for the introduction and then come back for some answers and the challenge! Bit of a trickier one today, due to the main task in the book, if you want something a little more straight forwards then there is an extra storytime delving into Greek Myths, with some optional challenge ideas at the end.
Today’s challenge is to use the text from this piece about Yuri Gagarin:

For your child to come up with some non-fiction questions of their own, which they could challenge you, a brother or sister (older) or a friend they’re in electronic contact with. These could be along the lines of ‘When was Yuri Gagarin born?’ ‘How many times did Gagarin orbit the Earth?’ Or ‘When did Gagarin die?’ Your child could write their questions out in their exercise books, making sure that they have question marks at the end of each of their questions.
We’ve uploaded the text as a separate document on the website if that makes things easier to use.

	The focus today will be on directions and turns.
Before you see the introduction to today’s session using pages 68 and 69 in your booklet, I have a little reminder of the turns we already know and will get you try along with me.
**I will then continue with the learning and video for today. 

Today we will use the language ‘full turn’, ‘half turn’, ‘quarter turn’, ‘three-quarter turn’, ‘clockwise’ and ‘anticlockwise’ when describing turns that have been made. ‘Right angles’ will be introduced today as well. 

The triangle has made..

a quarter turn clockwise.

a quarter turn anticlockwise.







It is important to take into consideration which direction the object/person is facing to begin with when turns come to be described or made.
